Dear Parents/Carers  
 

This letter is to formalise the arrangements for our Year 6 Residential Trip to the Conway Centre in September. 
  
At the centre the children will do a combination of outward bound activities. The activities allow children to 

develop their teamwork skills, independence and resourcefulness. The trips are always rewarding for children, 

staff and families. We hope that having the trip at the start of the year will develop new friendships and strong 

relationships between children and staff.   
  
The centre provides a fantastic range of activities including;  

• Orienteering  

• Problem solving  

• Climbing and abseiling  

• Water Sports  
 

All of these activities are run by trained instructors and supervised by our staff team.  
  
The accommodation is excellent and set in a beautiful location. We are housed in the Gogarth accommodation, 

which is a secure building exclusively for our school’s personal use. Children always sleep in a room with a small 

group of friends and they are supervised by our staff team at all times.  
  
The trip will be led by Miss Byrne and staffed by other members of the Mount Primary team.   
  
The cost for the three days will be £220.00. The cost includes; instructors and activities; overnight 

accommodation; and food during their stay (although a packed lunch will be required for the first day). Payment 

can be made in instalments via ParentPay. If you do not have a ParentPay account please inform the school 

office as soon as possible. 
 

We are conscious that families may still be struggling. If you foresee a problem making payment please speak 

to the school office as soon as possible.
